Screenwriting:

I wasn’t sure how much or what type of material you’d prefer to look at, so I’ve given you a range of excerpts.  I’ve put a little description of tone and some warnings as to content so you can select what you feel is appropriate:

Darkness Past (live action feature): An excerpt from the beginning of the film.  Tone: a little dark and gritty.  Contains some bad language.  

The Greatest (Wannabe) Superheroes (animated feature): An excerpt from the beginning of the film.  Tone: comic,  light and punny—on the silly side, a bit like The Tick. I have also included the treatment for the whole film, if you’d like to get a sense of an entire story.

The Stationery Box (live action feature): An excerpt from the end of Act I.    Tone: mature, dark (although the story ends hopeful).  Excerpt contains some adult content and bad language.

Raven Tales—the Feature (animated feature, WIP): An excerpt from the end of Act I.  Tone: family drama with comedic elements.  Based on the current children’s television show: “Raven Tales”.

The Weight of Light (live action short): I’ve put the full script in here in case you’d like to read it.  The Director’s Guild of Canada awarded me a grant to make the film on the basis of the screenplay and my earlier work.  Tone: dark with mature content and foul language.

Short Films:

Rachel’s Finding (live action, 35mm): A little girl has her first encounter with mortality.  No dialogue.

The Weight of Light: (live action, 35mm): A 17-year-old runaway girl is faced with a difficult choice when a desperate housemate pushes past the edge of despair.  Mature content and bad language. Made with grants from the Director’s Guild of Canada and the National Film Board.

*Note: I hate caveats, but I have to say that the film is not, in my view, complete (although I did take it across the finish line in terms of final mix, colour grading, etc).  Terrible weather destroyed much of the footage from the opening scene, and I had to construct what I could of the story essentially without the catalyst.  My concurrent production schedule as Cinematographer on “Space Chimps” made it impossible for me to go back and reshoot replacement material.  Because of this, I have never released the film or submitted it to any festivals.
